* | can go to the toilet on my own,
wipe myself properly & flush

« | am feeling confident about starting school

Listening & understanding

« | am able to sit still and listen for a short while
« | can follow instructions

Sharing & turn taking

* | can share toys & take turns

* | can interact with other children

Counting skills
